Newtown Doonane has experienced significant growth and developrent
pressure given its close proximity to Carlow Town and Athy. It is the |pol-
icy of Laois County Council that any expansion will be consistent with
regard to the current character and size of the village and shall suppgrt and
sustain the existing facilities and amenities of the village.

11.3 Transport

Newtown Doonane is located on the R430 and N78. The wider road network of Newtown Doonane consists of local roads.

The council shall subject to the availability of finance seek to provide the following in Newtown Doonane:
-accessible footpaths and kerbside infrastructure;

-a cycleway network of approximately 3m width throughout the village;

-demarcated parking areas at the Health Centre;

-traffic calming measures as well as safe and convenient pedestrian crossings;

-incremental improvements to the existing road network;

-identification of a public transport modal interchange point in consultation with the local community.

In addition the council shall facilitate the improvement of the safety of the pedestrian routes from the central viltagleeal@zal school and com-
munity hall.
